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We report a case of simultaneous multifocal medullary carci-
noma and papillary microcarcinoma in a patient with several
distinctive features of MEN 2A. The patient underwent total
thyroidectomy and central lymph node dissection. The ex-
treme rarity and pathological features of this occurrence are

discussed. There is no known common cause of these 2 dif-
ferent tumor types; it may be a stochastic exception. However,
several other possibilities such as a common precursor cell
or a common tumorigenic stimulus offer interesting perspec-
tives for speculation.
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
